Appliqué –All sizes with the exception of miniature, made and    
quilted by one person.                                                                                                  
Group Quilt – Any quilt made by more than two people.                       
Pieced Duo Quilt – Any quilt made & quilted by two persons.     
This includes quilts that were quilted by professional longarm                   
machine quilters.                                                                                                    
Appliqué Duo Quilt – Any quilt made & quilted by two               
persons.  This includes quilts that were quilted by professional    
longarm machine quilters. 

Miniature Quilt – 24” thru 96” perimeter measurement.  Must be a 
scaled down version of a larger pattern; no one block patterns. 

Innovative/Art Techniques – Entrant’s own design or original inter-
pretation; examples for this category will also include whole cloth 
quilts, yo-yo quilts, embroidered and/or heavily embellished quilts, 
crazy quilts, cathedral window quilts, stenciling, painting & trapunto.
